18th Annual Elliott Electric Supply Bass Tournament

Red River Shootout 2012
Official Tournament Rules
RULES AND REGULATIONS: Participants are responsible for following the rules listed in this document. Elliott Electric Supply, reserves the right to disqualify any participant for non-compliance to these rules. Violation of federal, state or local laws will result in disqualification. Disqualified participants will forfeit all prize money, trophies, prizes, and entry fees.   Rules subject to change at the discretion of Elliott Electric Supply.  
1. PARTICIPATION AND ELIGIBILITY: Participation in this tournament is by invitation only and is limited to customers, suppliers, and employees of Elliott Electric Supply.  Your Account(s) must be current at the time of registration. No professional fishermen or guides will be allowed to participate!  Your entry form requires a signature of an Elliott Electric Branch Manager or sales representative to verify your eligibility.  You must have purchased at least $500.00 from Elliott Electric Supply in the previous 12 months to be eligible.
2. ENTRY FORMS AND ENTRY FEES: The entry fee is $100.00 per 2 person team. Entry forms and entry fees must be received by Elliott Electric Supply before 5:00 PM, Friday, April 13th, 2012.  Entries received after this date will be charged a $50 per team late fee.  Your entry form and fee must be turned in at your local branch and your eligibility validated by an Elliott Branch Manager or Sales Rep. Elliott Electric Supply reserves the right to stop accepting entries at any time after April 13th, 2012.  Tournament officials have the right to refuse ANY ENTRY.

3. TOURNAMENT CHECK IN: All participants must check in at the tournament registration table prior to fishing in the tournament. . Participants must check in and be assigned a team number and a weigh-in slip to be eligible to win cash, merchandise, trophies, or any other prizes or awards. Participants who have not paid an entry fee will be required to do so before receiving a team number. No entry will be accepted without an entry form signed by an EES sales person or Manager.  The check in table will be open at Red River South Marina (Highway 71 South of the Jimmie Davis Bridge) on Saturday, May 19th from 1 PM to 6 PM and on Sunday, May 20th from 5 AM to 8 AM. There will be no boat check-in required.  The official clock will be available at the check-in table to synchronize with your watch /clock.

4. LAUNCHING AND TRAILERING: Boats can be on the River at 5 AM the day of the tournament. teams may begin fishing at 6:00AM.  You may trailer to any ramp on the river in Pools 3, 4, and 5.  WE ARE NOT RESPONSIBLE IF YOU GET HELD UP IN A RIVER LOCK & DAM AND ARE LATE TO WEIGH IN!  TOURNAMENT CONTESTANTS CAN FISH IN POOLS 3, 4 & 5.
5. TACKLE AND TROLLING: NO LIVE BAIT.  Only artificial baits may be used (pork rind trailers are the only exception).  No trolling with large motor.

6. BOATS AND MOTORS: Boats must meet all state and local legal requirements.  Life jackets must be worn any time the boat is on plane.

7. SPORTSMANSHIP: Only one (2) person team per boat. Only fishing contestants are allowed on the boat during tournament hours.  No fishing is allowed within 50 yards of another contestant anchored or tied without the permission of that participant.  No fishing within 100 yards of the host marina (Red River South).  Bank fishing is also not permitted.
8. PRE-FISHING: Pre-fishing the river is permitted but you must be off the river by dark the night before the tournament (Saturday, May 19th).

9. ***WEIGH-IN: You can weigh in anytime from 8am until 3pm.  If you choose to weigh in at 3PM, You must be in the weigh-in line by 3PM to have your fish weighed and included in the final results. YOU MUST HAVE THIS WEIGH-IN SLIP WHEN YOU WEIGH IN YOUR FISH. NO EXCEPTIONS! Any fish weighed in will not officially count unless you have your official weigh-in form.  We will not hold fish or cull them either. The tournament weigh-in coordinator will release all fish weighed in.  You are allowed to weigh in 5 fish total per team.
10. WEIGH-IN SLIPS: This is it!  Please hold on to this form (with your official team number filled in) and present it when you weigh in your fish. (You will be issued this form with a team number when you check in.) 

11. TOURNAMENT FISH LENGTH AND LIMITS: No dead fish will be weighed.  Only bass greater than 12 inches will be weighed.  The tournament weigh-in official will use a “check-it stick” as the official measuring board. You must cull your own fish to weigh-in.  Each team can only weigh-in a maximum of 5 fish which will be used to determine the winners.    IMPORTANT NOTE: State fishing regulations govern the harvest of largemouth bass. Currently, bass greater than 12 inches can be harvested.  You cannot have fish under 12 inches in your possession! Compliance with state and local laws & regulations during this tournament is your responsibility. Elliott Electric Supply or Media Bass will not be liable for any consequences arising from your failure to comply with state and local laws or regulations.
12. WINNERS: The team weighing in the heaviest stringer of 5 bass that are greater than 12 inches will be the winner of the tournament.  The team that weighs in the heaviest single bass in their stringer will be the winner of the “Big Bass” bonus.  Additional team places will be paid according to team stringer weights. The official cash pay out for each place will be announced at the awards ceremony immediately following the tournament.  Cash prizes are based on number of entries received less expenses to produce the tournament. In the event of any ties in any of the categories, the money and/or prizes will be split.

13. POLYGRAPH TESTING: Teams that qualify for cash prizes are subject to be given a polygraph test.
14. FISHING LICENSES:  You are required to have a Louisiana Fishing license to participate in the tournament.
15. DOOR PRIZES: Teams that do not place in the team competition will be eligible for door prizes.  You must be present to win door prizes.

16. LUNCH: Provided for all participants beginning at approximately 12:00 PM and ending when the food runs out.
17. WEATHER: Tournament will be held regardless of weather.  Please use your best judgment to ensure your safety.
